LOCUST INSECTICIDE 

 REBATE 

 The purpose is to assist eligible land-
holders prepare for and treat  
locusts on their private properties be-
tween 1 September 2010 and 31 May 
2011, through the provision of a rebate 
on the cost of purchasing approved 
insecticides.  

The Locust Insecticide Rebate will pro-
vide eligible landholders with a 100 
percent rebate on the cost of approved 
insecticides used to treat Australian 
Plague Locusts between 1 September 
2010 and 31 May 2010, up to the maxi-
mum available rebate. GST will not be 
included in any rebate payment.

FEDERAL ELECTIONS-2010.  

Most Granite News readers will be vot-
ing either for candidates in the seat of 
McEwan or the seat of Indi.  Any Victo-
rian resident can vote at ANY polling 
place in the state. There is an important 
proviso-you must bring an ID with you –
( licence  etc)-if voting outside your own 
seat .If you will be interstate or over-
seas a postal vote is the best bet-ask at 
your post office. In our area there will 
be polling places in Ruffy, Yarck, Long-
wood, Molesworth as well as the larger 
towns. Remember that you can vote 
from 8am to 6pm. The booth at Ruffy 
will be staffed once again by Justus-
(he’s done every election there since 
1980!) and Merv Shaw-also building up 
an impressive record.

Learn How to Graft Fruit Trees 

Brian Bowring will give a demonstration 
of fruit tree grafting. If you’d like to have 
Brian show you how to graft for your-
self,  bring along any fruit tree seed-
lings and any scion wood off good trees 
that you have. Bits about the size of a 
pencil are good off last year’s growth. If 
we have some bigger seedlings he can 
demonstrate whip and tongue grafts as 
well as cleft grafts for the smaller bits. 

Future Black Markets 

The Black Market - a monthly local in-
formal food exchange and "open gar-
den". You can bring your own home-
grown excess veggies, fruit, etc to 
swap or sell, or produce you've made 
yourself such as preserves, bread, jam, 
pickles, etc. If you don't grow or make 
your own, you can buy from those who 
do. The Black Market is also open to 
local people who grow commercial pro-
duce (e.g. olives, nuts) on a small 
scale.  

Rocky Passes Estate is about 15 min-
utes east of Seymour. Take either 
Highlands Rd or Kobyboyn Rd out of 
Seymour. Kobyboyn Rd joins up with 
Highlands Rd about 15 minutes out of 
Seymour. Keep going along Highlands 
Rd past the Kobyboyn Rd intersection. 
Rocky Passes Estate is on the right, 
shortly after the intersection. Candi &
