Watch out for Wasps

An increased number of European
wasps has been reported in areas from
Kobyboyn / Highlands to Ruffy.

In autumn new colonies are being
established by the young queen wasps
leaving the hive.

Usually these wasps do not survive our
cold winters but an unusually mild
winter in 2014 and a cool summer in
2015 has provided them with ideal
breeding conditions.

Now is the time to destroy these nests
but finding them is difficult.
Tracking single wasps back to the nest
is very time consuming.

The European wasp Vespula germanica

One wasps nest holds thousands, and
a 3 hectare area can have 50-150
nests. These nests are mostly in moist
areas along dam walls and creek lines.
Our reporter found a nest every 30
metres down his creek and success-
fully treated them at night with ‘Wasp
Power’ from Wales Rural in Seymour
(one of our generous sponsors).

I'm going to try the canned dog food
and liquid ant rid method.

Two tablespoons of dog food. Mix in
half a little bottle of Ant Rid and place
in a weather covered open dish
(obviously not where your dog can get it).
The poisoned food is carried to the
gueen, so kills the colony.
Many alternative methods can also be
found on the Internet.
