The particular meeting was very
well attended with several interesting and innovative ideas being
advanced for consideration.

However, Ruffy resident Gerry Ginnivan stunned the crowd that night

with a proposal to introduce remote controlled drones to photograph

the local landscape to scope and assess environmental issues such as
weed control, erosion, vermin infestation and the like.

It’s fair to say that back then
Gerry’s idea received a less than
enthusiastic response; perhaps

This January’s HCCC Landcare
Annual General Meeting went
quiet when Gerry rose to speak, fully equipped with a state-of-the-art
remote controlled Drone that he had sourced from Hong Kong.
Once again the crowd was stunned, but this time they were awestruck
by the almost limitless possibilities that “Ginnivan’s Gyro” presented to
Landcare and to our broader environmental management.

The Drone is powered by a LiPo Battery, it has 4 rotors, it can reach a
height of 400 ft and is operator-guided by a combination of joysticks
and a smart phone app that receives photo images.

The Drone recognises its GPS home-base and will self-seek its return to
base in case of mishap.

The camera attached to the flight module delivers extremely high
resolution and there can no longer be any doubt that Gerry’s vision for
