Plans are well underway for a busy 
Melbourne-Stellenbosch Strathbogie 

Granite Project in coming months. 

The Strathbogie Granite Project has 
been made possible by several  

hundred landholders generously 
granting access to private properties 

from Tallarook to Mt Samaria.  

Field work is continuing after a 
somewhat haphazard winter due to 
the good rains but some restricted 
access; Professor John Clemens is 
visiting again from University of  

Stellenbosch in South Africa;  
Ms Caitlin Jay is continuing her post-

graduate project near Kerrisdale; and 
we are planning for a symposium in 

2017. My own field work has focused 
around the Tallarook plateau this 

year. Community feedback through-
