What is education for?   Response to Stuart Reid from Neil van Buuren — Highlands 

“I do agree with all you said but I like to add my thoughts and experience. 
Having my education split between two countries Sri Lanka (Ceylon) where I spent my early years attending a 

school based on the English boarding grammar school tradition.    
In Australia I attended a State High School.  My immediate impression of my Australian school was the lack of  

respect, not just to the school but also for the teachers and system.  
The school meant nothing to most students who were just marking time until they could legally leave.   

Learning had no place in their lives there was no thirst for knowledge, and academic excellence was  
looked down upon.  I remember clearly that the “smart students” were almost ostracised and they kept to them-

selves. Even today the term “nerd’ is used to put down those students who excel academically.  
Even when it came to school sport there was no admiration for those who made First 11 or First 18, school colours 
were unheard of.  I clearly remember in Sri Lanka the “smart students” were respected by all and the school sport 

“stars” were the heroes, especially cricket, inter school cricket was fiercely contested, with reporting in the  na-
tional newspapers. This is not to suggest that the grammar school system was without fault. 

School in Victoria was a sausage factory, teachers just followed a curriculum set by a bureaucracy with plenty of 
political arm twisting. There was no room for deviation, individual differences were totally ignored,  

one size fitted all.  Most of what I learnt was  irrelevant, even the maths and science was taught in way that made 
little or no reference to the importance of this knowledge in our lives.  

I had to re-learn all the maths and science again at university. 

I think the lack of respect for teaching undervalues education.  Governments both state and federal are continually 
cutting budgets with no great protest by society, just the teachers. Teacher salaries are low,  

when you consider that nearly all teachers must do at least 4 years of tertiary education.  
Society doesn’t have a great deal of respect for education; teachers and academics are looked upon   as bludgers 

who are too “smart” and get lots of holidays.  
Because of this there is growing public opinion here and in the U.S. that universities are a waste of money & time. 

I still believe that the most important aspect of school is the social skills we learn and ability to learn and think. 

Critical thinking and the ability to analyse information should be vital teaching, followed by respect for knowledge 

and people.” 

Einstein put it well “Education is not the learning of facts, but training the mind to think”
