| am a long time Republican.

I know the Queen seems harmless, and the young royals
take up some worthy causes, but | don’t abide the overall
extravagancies.

Given the lack of enthusiasm for a republic in Government
ranks, | feel somewhat pessimistic that | will ever see one in
my lifetime and with it the hope for a real Australian flag.
However, the more important task before us and one that
needs to be resolved before we even consider the shape of
arepublic and that is the task of reconciliation with the first
Australians. Megan Davis, Professor of Law (UNSW), a
Cobble Cobble woman put the case well in an article in ‘The
Monthly’ (April 08). I have no space here to outline the
finer points of her argument or that of Mark McKenna,
Professor of History (ANU) in ‘The Quarterly Essay’ (# 69).
When you think about it, it is logical, our very identity as a
people, one of the inherent ingredients of being a republic,
depends upon first dealing with the circumstances of our
history. | am not talking about the comfortable history, but
the history that honestly acknowledges the way we white
invaders deprived the First Nation people of their land and
demeaned their culture (see also Bruce Pascoe’s ‘Dark
Emu’, TGN 29/07) not forgetting the suffering they endured
and continue to endure.

The 2017 ‘Uluru Statement from the Heart’, an invitation
from Indigenous people to speak together is surely a great
place to begin. Itis a pity the current Government has
refused the invitation. | want Australia to be a republic, but
only if we deal with our history first. Do we have the guts
todoit?
