Welcome, Wumindjika and G’day 

Whilst it might seem that the commemoration of the ANZAC centenary 
has gone on for 40 years rather than the last 4, November 11th, when the 
guns in the ‘War to end all Wars’ were silenced, is now less than a           
fortnight away. To that end this week’s Website is the portal into all 
things ANZAC, from the very first 25th April, all those years ago in Turkey, 
up to our recent combat engagements in Afghanistan. In 2016 Peter and 
I, for various reasons, decided to attend the commemoration of the    
Battle of Fromelles. A couple of days before the ceremony we met two 
amazing women, friends Lynn and Marg, who a year or two before had a 
great idea  -  calling on knitters to create 5,000 poppies in remembrance 
of those defence personal who had served, and in many cases, given 
their lives in war during the previous 100 years. What started off as a way 
of honouring their fathers grew beyond their wildest dreams. Over 
500,000 knitted, crocheted and felted poppies have now been sent to 
Poppy HQ. These have been used in some very stunning tributes over the 
last 4 years—ANZAC Day 2015 saw Federation Square and St Kilda Road 
ablaze in a sea of red. 26,500 poppies were planted out at the Australian 
Memorial Park in Fromelles and Peter and I were lucky enough to assist 
with this  - an incredibly emotional and poignant day  -  and currently 
62,000 poppies grace the lawn of the Australian War Memorial in 
silent tribute to those first ANZACs who never came home.

Life is a Privilege 

When we look back on the last months of politics in Australia, it’s not hard to see that our politicians 
seem to have changed the meaning of privilege into a sense of entitlement.  I once heard an Indian 
man reflecting on his people by saying that Indians see life as a privilege not as a right.  When you 
consider the poverty in Indian society you can well understand this. I am not arguing against, the   
importance of human rights, for they play an essential role in the struggle for justice and peace.   
However, there are many in society whether in positions of power or not who seem to see the world 
only through the eyes of entitlement.  The result is sexual and physical abuse, employers exploit 
workers, fraudsters ruin lives, minorities suffer discrimination, and many are bullied.  How big a  
difference would it make if we were to take seriously that life is a privilege, and therefore something 
precious, something to be thankful for rather than a right to do with whatever we like regardless of 
how it affects others. Former USA President, John F. Kennedy famously said, ‘Don’t ask what the   
nation can do for you, ask what you can do for the nation.’  Karl Jung puts it better, when he said, 
(and I paraphrase), we should not ask what you want from life, but what life wants from you, what’s 
trying to come into being through you. When our indigenous people speak of the land, they say they 
don’t own it, but the land owns them.  It’s a privilege to be connected to country.  Life is a privilege, 
not something to be exploited, but to be savoured, to be enriched and celebrated.  It is a sacred gift.
