Paddock Trees – die back or grow back? 

We’ve had loads of enquiries about the health of our native trees over the last 6 
months at the Arboretum.  Red gums turning brown and sick looking around Bonnie 
Doon and Mansfield over winter, mature Narrow leaved Peppermints not surviving 
the summers in Strathbogie, big Red Box trees around Longwood curling up their 
toes.  Like all living things, trees die naturally – that’s part of life.  Are we looking at 
natural processes or a system out of balance?  Insect infestations without normal 
predator control, hotter drier summers stressing trees that are adapted to cooler, 
wetter conditions? 

Once you start noticing a problem, sometimes that problem can seem to turn up 
everywhere.  Folks in the Strathbogies, (and elsewhere for that matter) love their 
trees.  They are one of the natural features that are highly valued by the region’s 
residents, farmers and visitors are its big old trees.  As well as looking beautiful, 
these trees provide food, shelter and shade for people, stock and wildlife. 

So, they have decided to do something about it, and they need your help along the 
way – a citizen science project to monitor the health of your favourite trees. 

To make sure the trees are looked after so they can cope with the increased      
likelihood of fires, droughts or floods, we need you to help us record the location 
and health of the large old trees on private and public land. This is not for the faint 
hearted – this is a 10 year commitment to check on your favourite few trees every 6 
months and record their well being.  They have developed a simple smart phone 
app you can download plus tree ID booklets and an instruction manual to guide you 
through the survey process. 

These tree health surveys will then be used to develop actions to maintain the trees 
now and in to the future.

And that brings me to “People and Places” - the column I wrote for The Granite News when Miranda was editor. My    
family are dispossessing “Glentannar” and how do you dispose of 65 years of possessions?  

The Op Shop is sick of us, the second-hand bookshop in Yea has too many over-crowded shelves, and the pit at the end of 
the house paddock must be nearly full and no-one wants any more STUFF. And fire restrictions are in.  

I came to Yea 5 years ago, and brought only things I needed. (or so I thought) Half of it, I have never used. (but I can’t re-
linquish). I think of the Aborigines and their Spartan life styles – how sensible! The only thing of real value to them was 
COUNTRY. 

Highlands is my country, people ask me how I like living in Yea and I don’t know how to answer. Here I have everything a 
90-something needs, but I want to go back! 

I was born in Yea, married here, but to get to Highlands and absorb the views is like breathing champagne!  

Many years ago a sister said to me, “What are you going to do when you get old?” “Oh,” I said, go to Melbourne I sup-
pose.” “Melbourne,” she said, “You couldn’t breathe the air.” How right she was, and I keep telling myself, how lucky I 
am, to have a family and friends who take me to Highlands so often. But it’s not the same. Most of my former friends are 
dead anyway, so it’s not worth reading the Death Notices. 

Life is changing too rapidly, I am I.T. illiterate, and it is too late to try and catch up. 

So I’ll keep filling my rubbish bins here, and dream of the sunsets and ecstatic views from all parts of our wonderful      
Tablelands! (But I don’t miss the winters and I’m glad that I won’t have to dispossess this house.) 

Footnote: The final time I cut the lawns of my dearly loved garden at Glentannar (all 1 and ½ acres of it) a big koala with a 
baby on its back, stood motionless, about 2 metres away from my ride-on!
